The article conducted a thorough analysis of the origins of Protestantism as one of the key areas
of Christianity that emerged in the sixteenth century as a result of the Reformation. Particular attention
was paid to historical figures that played a leading role in the formation of this movement, including
Martin Luther, Jean Calvin and Ulrich Zwingley. The contribution of modern Protestant theologians,
which continue to develop the doctrinal principles of Protestantism and influence the formation of modern
Protestant church culture, is also considered. The article shows how theological ideas of the first reformers
were embodied in church life and architectural environment. The author emphasizes the formation of key
Christian principles that became the basis for the architectural projection and organization of the space
of Protestant churches. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the development of the Protestant
religious network in the regional dimension, in particular in the Chernivtsi region. The article provides
statistical tables that demonstrate the dynamics of increasing the number of Protestant communities from
1991 to 2025. Conclusions have been made about a stable strengthening of the Protestant network as one
of the factors of religious pluralism and spiritual development of the region.

The article examines the functional and methodological role of associations supporting Protestant
education in Galicia, founded by Teodor Cekler, in the socio-pedagogical context of the early 20th century.
The activities of school aid committees aimed at preserving and developing Protestant education in
the conditions of war, cataclysms and socio-political changes were analysed. Particular attention was
paid to the problems of material security for teachers, the organisation of education for refugee children,
and the reconstruction of educational infrastructure after the devastating effects of the First World War.
The importance of German cultural and educational centres as a significant factor supporting the identity
of local Protestant communities and their integration into the wider European educational space was
emphasised.

Aktualnos$¢ problemu. Badania dziatalnos$ci stowarzyszen wspierajacych protestanckie szkolnictwo
w Galicji, zapoczatkowanych przez Teodora Cecklera, sg istotne w kontek$cie studiowania historii
edukacji 1 praktyk spoteczno-pedagogicznych w wielokulturowym $rodowisku Europy Wschodniej
pod koniec XIX i na poczatku XX wieku. Protestanckie instytucje edukacyjne, pomimo swojej
stosunkowo niewielkiej liczebno$ci, odgrywaty znaczacg role w zachowaniu tozsamosci kulturowej,
jezykowej 1 religijnej niemieckich kolonii w regionie. Okres pierwszej wojny $§wiatowe]j ujawnit
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stabo$¢ tego systemu: szkoty zostaty zniszczone, spotecznos$ci rozproszone, a nauczyciele i uczniowie
znalezli si¢ w sytuacji przymusowej migracji. Badanie do$wiadczen funkcjonowania szkolnych
komitetow pomocy i1 stowarzyszen edukacyjnych pozwala przesledzi¢ mechanizmy solidarno$ci
spotecznej, ksztattowania nowych podej$¢ do organizacji nauczania i wychowania, a takze aktualizuje
kwesti¢ roli instytucji edukacyjnych w zachowaniu stabilnosci spotecznej w czasach kryzysu.

Analiza publikacji na ten temat. Kwestia rozwoju protestanckiej szkoty w Galicji 1 roli
stowarzyszen edukacyjnych, w szczegolnosci tych zalozonych przez Teodora Czeklera, pozostaje
mato zbadana we wspoélczesnej nauce historyczno-pedagogicznej. W historiografii krajowej i
zagranicznej uwaga skupia si¢ gldéwnie na ogdlnych aspektach procesu edukacyjnego w Galicji pod
koniec XIX —na poczatku XX wieku, a takze na funkcjonowaniu wyznaniowych sieci szkolnych w
wielonarodowym $rodowisku regionu.

Badania niemieckoj¢zycznych autoréw z poczatku XX wieku zawieraja wazne informacje na
temat podstaw organizacyjnych dziatalnos$ci niemieckich wspdlnot protestanckich, ich instytucji
kulturalno-edukacyjnych oraz form wsparcia dla nauczycieli i uczniow. W pracach wspodtczesnych
historykéw nacisk kladzie si¢ na spoteczno-polityczne warunki funkcjonowania edukacji
wyznaniowej, stosunki mi¢dzyetniczne 1 miedzywyznaniowe w Galicji. Jednak bezposrednia analiza
dziatalno$ci stowarzyszen wspierajacych szkolnictwo protestanckie, ich wkladu w zachowanie
tozsamosci religijnej i kulturowej niemieckich kolonistow, nadal jest nieobecna lub przedstawiona
fragmentarycznie.

W ten sposob w literaturze historyczno-pedagogicznej mozna dostrzec znaczne zainteresowanie
naukowe problematyka edukacji wyznaniowej, jednak nadal niedostatecznie zbadany pozostaje
spoteczno-pedagogiczny wymiar dziatalnosci stowarzyszen edukacyjnych zatozonych przez Teodora
Czeklera. To wtasnie powoduje konieczno$¢ kompleksowego zbadania tej kwestii.

Cel artykutu. Celem badania jest wyjasnienie funkcjonalnej i metodologicznej roli stowarzyszen
wspierajacych protestanckie szkolnictwo w Galicji, zatozonych przez Teodora Czeklera, w kontekscie
spoteczno-pedagogicznym poczatku XX wieku, a takze okreslenie ich znaczenia dla zachowania
tozsamosci edukacyjnej 1 kulturowo-religijnej protestanckich spotecznos$ci regionu.

Problematyka powstawania i funkcjonowania protestanckich instytucji edukacyjnych w Galicji pod
koniec XIX — na poczatku XX wieku nalezy do tych kierunkoéw badan historyczno-pedagogicznych,
ktore do tej pory nie zostaly odpowiednio omoéwione w ukrainskiej nauce. Pomimo znacznego wkladu
dziataczy protestanckich w rozwoj lokalnej szkolnictwa, ich dziatalno$¢ przez dtugi czas pozostawata
poza zainteresowaniem badaczy z powodu szeregu obiektywnych i subiektywnych przyczyn — w
szczegblnosci ograniczen ideologicznych okresu radzieckiego i1 braku odpowiedniego dostgpu do
materialéw archiwalnych.

Szczegolne miejsce wsrdd protestanckich pedagogéw zajmuje Teodor Cekler (1867-1949) —teolog,
pedagog i organizator instytucji spoleczno-opiekunczych i edukacyjnych w Galicji. Jego dzialalnos¢
byta ukierunkowana nie tylko na rozbudowe systemu ewangelickich placoéwek edukacyjnych, ale takze
na rozwdj instytucjonalnego wsparcia dla tych szkot poprzez tworzenie stowarzyszen. To wtasnie one
staty si¢ srodowiskiem, w ktoérym protestanckie spotecznosci Galicji miaty mozliwo$¢ gromadzenia
zasobow w celu zapewnienia procesu edukacyjnego, ochrony socjalnej dzieci i popularyzacji edukacji
wsrdd ludnosci.
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Celem artykulu jest przedstawienie funkcjonalnej i metodologicznej roli stowarzyszen
wspierajacych protestanckie szkolnictwo w Galicji, zatozonych przy aktywnym udziale Teodora
Czeklera, a takze analiza ich misji edukacyjno-opiekunczej w kontekscie spoteczno-pedagogicznym
poczatku XX wieku.

Przeglad badan naukowych i bazy Zrédlowej. Naukowe uje¢cie dziatalnosci protestanckich
stowarzyszen edukacyjnych w Galicji odbywa si¢ gldéwnie w plaszczyznie studiow historyczno-
ko$cielnych, podczas gdy aspekt pedagogiczny pozostaje niedostatecznie opracowany.

Wsrod ukrainskich badaczy uwage na problematyke edukacji protestanckiej zwracali: O. Ruda,
ktéra badata ogdlne tendencje rozwoju mysli pedagogicznej na Ukrainie pod koniec XIX — na
poczatku XX wieku, I. Czarny, ktérego prace dotycza historii edukacji religijnej;

W polskiej historiografii wazne sg prace I. Rodezkau-Rydela, A. Alabrudzinskiej, S. Grelewskiego,
w ktorych przesledzono rozwoj spotecznos$ci protestanckich w Galicji 1 ich dziatalno$¢ edukacyjng.
Niemieccy badacze, w szczegdlnosci O. Wagner, zwracali uwage na powigzania galicyjskich
protestantow z europejskimi ruchami edukacyjnymi, w szczegoélno$ci z dzialalnoscig Towarzystwa
Gustawa Adolfa.

W ten spos6b badania nad funkcjonalng i metodologiczng rola stowarzyszen wspierajacych
protestanckie szkolnictwo w Galicji opierajg si¢ zarowno na dostgpnych zrddtach archiwalnych, jak
1 na interdyscyplinarnej analizie literatury naukowe;.

Historyczno-spoleczne  uwarunkowania  powstania  stowarzyszen  wspierajgcych — szkoty
protestanckie w Galicji

Ksztaltowanie si¢ protestanckiego szkolnictwa w Galicji odbywato si¢ w zlozonym $rodowisku
wieloetnicznym 1 wielowyznaniowym. Na poczatku XX wieku region ten, wchodzacy w sktad
monarchii austro-wegierskiej, charakteryzowat si¢ znaczng réznorodnosciag kulturowa: obok siebie
istnialy spoteczno$ci ukrainskie, polskie, niemieckie 1 zydowskie, ktore miaty wtasne tradycje i
instytucje edukacyjne.

W tym wielowyznaniowym obrazie spotecznosci protestanckie stanowity wzgledng mniejszos¢,
ale wyrozniaty si¢ wysokim poziomem zorganizowania. Dazenie do zachowania wlasnej tozsamosci
religijnej 1 zapewnienia dzieciom odpowiedniego wychowania sklonito protestantow do tworzenia
szkot 1 pomocniczych struktur edukacyjnych. Wiasnie w tym kontekScie pojawita si¢ potrzeba
instytucjonalnych form wsparcia — stowarzyszen, ktore miaty zapewni¢ finansowa, materialng i
organizacyjng podstawe¢ funkcjonowania protestanckich szkot.

W skali europejskiej dziatalno$¢ takich stowarzyszen miata juz dlugg tradycje. W Niemczech i
Austrii od potowy XIX wieku dziataly Towarzystwa Gustawa Adolfa, ktére wspieraty szkoty, siero-
cifnce 1 inicjatywy spoteczno-pedagogiczne. Ich doswiadczenia aktywnie nasladowali galicyjscy pro-
testanci. W szczegolnosci w Lipniku pod koniec XIX wieku utworzono Towarzystwo Wspierania
Szkél, ktore stato si¢ wzorem dla podobnych organizacji w Stanistawowie i Lwowie.

Jednym z inicjatorow powstania takich stowarzyszen w Galicji byt Teodor Cekler. Zdajac sobie
sprawe z ograniczonych mozliwo$ci poszczegolnych parafii i rodzin w zakresie finansowania szkol-
nictwa, widziat w stowarzyszeniach sposob na mobilizacj¢ zasobéw spotecznosci. Dzigki temu edu-
kacja zyskata nie tylko podstawe finansowa, ale takze dodatkowy wymiar spoleczny — wychowanie
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wsrod wiernych poczucia solidarno$ci, odpowiedzialnosci za przyszte pokolenia, wspotudzialu we
wspolnej sprawie.'

Jaskrawym przyktadem jest utworzenie w Stanistawowie (Iwano-Frankiwsku) Towarzystwa
Wspierania Szkél Protestanckich w 1911 r. Jego statut zostal zatwierdzony przez wtadze austriac-
kie 25 lipca 1911 r., a pierwsze posiedzenie zalozycielskie odbyto si¢ 18 sierpnia tego samego roku.
Juz na poczatku organizacja zrzeszata okoto 80 cztonkoéw, co $wiadczy o duzym zainteresowaniu
spotecznos$ci. Towarzystwo nie miato na celu konkurowania z innymi stowarzyszeniami (szkota nie-
miecka czy Towarzystwem Gustawa Adolfa), ale dazylo do zjednoczenia wszystkich zwolennikow
edukacji protestanckiej w celu jej rozwoju 1 popularyzacji.

Tak wiec pojawienie si¢ stowarzyszen wspierajacych szkoty protestanckie w Galicji bylo
spowodowane:

czynnikami spoleczno-kulturowymi — potrzeba zachowania tozsamosci w wielonarodowym
srodowisku;

czynnikami pedagogicznymi — konieczno$cia zapewnienia wysokiej jako$ci edukacji i
wychowania dzieci w duchu tradycji protestanckie;j;

czynnikami organizacyjnymi — dazeniem do instytucjonalnej samoorganizacji wedtug
europejskich wzorcow;

osobistym wplywem Teodora Czeklera, ktory byl ideowym i praktycznym inicjatorem tych
procesow.

Dziatalno$¢ stowarzyszen wspierajacych protestanckie szkolnictwo miata wieloaspektowy 1
kompleksowy charakter. Obejmowata nie tylko sfere edukacyjna, ale takze spoteczna, kulturalna,
o$wiatowg 1 obywatelska. Rozwazmy glowne kierunki dziatalnos$ci funkcjonalnej tych organizacji.

Gléwnym zadaniem stowarzyszen byto wspieranie procesu nauczania w szkotach protestanckich.
Obejmowato to:

finansowanie zakupu materiatow dydaktycznych (podrecznikoéw, zeszytow, pomocy
dydaktycznych);

zapewnienie szkolom niezbgdnych mebli i srodkdéw technicznych;

tworzenie 1 uzupetnianie bibliotek szkolnych.

Ten kierunek dziatalno$ci $wiadczy o tym, ze stowarzyszenia faktycznie petnily rol¢ narzedzia
modernizacji protestanckich placowek edukacyjnych w Galicji.

Niezwykle wazna byta opieka nad dzie¢mi z grup spotecznie wrazliwych. Stowarzyszenia zaj-
mowaly si¢ pomoca biednym uczniom (odziez, wyzywienie, optacanie nauki), zakwaterowaniem
dzieci-cudzoziemcow, ktore uczyty si¢ w szkolach protestanckich (na przyktad przesiedlencow lub
dzieci z sgsiednich krajow) oraz wsparciem sierot pozostajacych pod opieka wspdlnot ewangelickich.
Dzigki temu stowarzyszenia nie tylko zapewniaty proces edukacyjny, ale takze petnity funkcj¢ zabez-
pieczenia spotecznego, co zblizato je do wspotczesnych modeli edukacji integracyjnej i pedagogiki
spoteczne;j.?

Innowacyjnym rozwigzaniem jak na tamte czasy byto utworzenie przez stowarzyszenia tzw. «klas
wsparcia» dla dzieci mniej uzdolnionych lub pozostajacych w tyle. W rzeczywistosci chodzi o
wczesne formy pedagogiki korekcyjnej i integracyjnej, kiedy to uczniowie o réznych zdolnosciach
mieli mozliwo$¢ uczenia sie w odpowiednich warunkach. Swiadczy to o wysokim poziomie §wiado-
mosci pedagogicznej i postepowosci myslenia organizatorow, wirod ktorych kluczowa role odgrywat
Teodor Cekler.

W celu upowszechniania edukacji i wychowania ducha obywatelskiego spoteczenstwo wprowa-
dzato nietradycyjne jak na tamte czasy $rodki. Znanym przyktadem jest decyzja Towarzystwa Sta-
nistawowskiego o zakupie aparatu fotograficznego do uzytku w szkole i spotecznos$ci. Byt to krok

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nowatorski, poniewaz fotografia stala si¢ narzedziem pedagogiki wizualnej: zdjecia wykorzystywano
do ilustrowania lekcji, dokumentowania wydarzen, ksztattowania pamigci historycznej spotecznosci.

Stowarzyszenia wspierajace szkolnictwo przyczynily si¢ do ksztaltowania wsrod protestantow
poczucia wspolnotowej odpowiedzialnosci i solidarnosci obywatelskiej. Ich dziatalno$¢ nie ogra-
niczata si¢ do pomocy szkotom, ale miata wychowawczy wplyw na samych cztonkow: poprzez
udziatl w stowarzyszeniu angazowali si¢ w prace spoteczng, uswiadamiali sobie warto$¢ wspotpracy
1 poswiecenia dla dobra nastgpnego pokolenia.

W ten sposob funkcjonalna rola stowarzyszen wykraczata daleko poza sama pomoc edukacyjng.
Byly one katalizatorem zycia spotecznego, wcielajac w zycie pedagogiczne, spoteczne i kulturowe
zasady stuzby protestanckie;j.

Bardzo znamiennym przyktadem jest zatozenie w Stanistawowie «Stowarzyszenia wspierania
szkot protestanckich» (niem. Verein zur Unterstiitzung der evangelischen Schule), ktorego statut
zostal zatwierdzony 25 lipca 1911 r. Zgromadzenie zatozycielskie odbyto si¢ 18 sierpnia 1911 r. i
juz na poczatku dziatalnosci dotaczyto do niego okoto 80 cztonkow.’

W statucie stowarzyszenia jasno okreslono jego zadania: zwiekszenie ilo§ci materialow dydak-
tycznych, rozbudowa biblioteki szkolnej, opieka nad ubogimi uczniami, zakwaterowanie dzieci
obcokrajowcow uczeszezajacych do lokalnej szkoty protestanckiej, utworzenie klas wsparcia dla
dzieci mniej uzdolnionych lub majacych trudnosci w nauce.

Ponadto przewidziano wspolprace z innymi instytucjami, w szczegdlnosci udziat w rozbudowie
protestanckiej szkoty podstawowej. Nalezy podkresli¢, ze stowarzyszenie §wiadomie nie konkuro-
walo z innymi klubami (klubem niemieckim lub stowarzyszeniem im. Gustawa Adolfa), ale dazyto
do zjednoczenia wszystkich sympatykow lokalnej szkoty w celu jej rozwoju.

Na szczego6lng uwage zashuguje nowatorskie podejscie do wychowania ducha obywatelskiego:
zarzad postanowit zakupi¢ aparat fotograficzny, ktory mial by¢ wykorzystywany zard6wno w proce-
sie nauczania, jak i do «ogolnej edukacji ludno$cix». Jest to jeden z wezesnych przyktadow zastoso-
wania technologii wizualnych w pedagogice Galicji na poczatku XX wieku.

Nadzwyczajne wsparcie i motywacja dla nauczycieli Komitet zatwierdzil nadzwyczajne
wsparcie na zakup niezb¢dnych podre¢cznikow, co zapewnilo skuteczne przygotowanie nauczycieli
do egzaminéw wyjazdowych. Ponadto przyznano stypendia dla utalentowanych praktykantow, na
przyktad w Biliz dla galicyjskich nauczycieli z Bagiusbergera. Swiadczy to o tym, ze Cekler i jego
zespol przywigzywali wage do indywidualnego rozwoju pedagogow i ich profesjonalnego rozwoju.
Komitet systematycznie wyptacat zaliczki nauczycielom pod osobista odpowiedzialno$¢ kasjera.
Takie mechanizmy gwarantowaty ciagglos¢ dochodéw nawet w trudnych sytuacjach, co potwierdza
pragmatyczne podej$cie do opieki spotecznej i zarzagdzania zasobami.

Wplyw na wynagrodzenia i status zawodowy nauczycieli.W ciagu ostatnich 8 lat dziatalnosci
komitetu odnotowano znaczny wzrost dochodoéw nauczycieli. Na przyklad w Stanistawie starszy
nauczyciel otrzymywatl 2920 koron w poroéwnaniu z 1820 koronami wczesniej; drugi nauczyciel —
1880 koron w poréwnaniu z 1180 koronami; trzeci nauczyciel — 1880 koron w poréwnaniu z 900
koronami.*

Dane te pokazuja systemowe wyréwnanie wynagrodzen zgodnie ze stawkami panstwowymi i
poziomem kwalifikacji nauczycieli, co podniosto status zawodu i stabilno$¢ systemu szkolnego.

Baza finansowa komitetu byta tworzona dzigki darowiznom od migedzynarodowych darczyncow
(Niemcy, Szwajcaria), a takze dzigki zaangazowaniu lokalnych spotecznosci. Swiadczy to o stra-
tegicznym wykorzystaniu zasobow spolecznych i projektow ukierunkowanych na stabilny rozwdj
szkot 1 nauczycieli. Cekler podkreslat znaczenie ducha ewangelicznego wsrod nauczycieli, zazna-
czajac, ze skupianie si¢ wylgcznie na kwestiach materialnych moze podwazaé moralny i zawodowy

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potencjal kolektywu. Wzywat do wspotpracy, wzajemnego szacunku i zachowania harmonii mi¢dzy
pastorami, nauczycielami i spotecznosciami.’

Warto zauwazy¢, ze komitet zapewnil stabilne funkcjonowanie szkot protestanckich, wsparcie dla
nauczycieli 1 rozw¢j infrastruktury edukacyjnej. Dzigki jego dziatalno$ci poprawily si¢ warunki
pracy nauczycieli, wzmocniono stabilno$¢ spoteczng i finansowa szkoly, stworzono system koor-
dynacji miedzy spolecznoscia, koSciolem i nauczycielami, ktory jest wezesng formg zarzadzania
pedagogicznego. Taka integracja funkcji edukacyjnych, spolecznych i organizacyjnych potwier-
dza znaczenie dziatalno$ci Czeklera dla rozwoju edukacji protestanckiej w Galicji 1 jej trwaty wplyw
na zawod nauczyciela.

W 1911 roku, z okazji S0-lecia patentu protestanckiego, kierownictwo Komitetu Pomocy Szkol-
nej zainicjowalo utworzenie regularnego funduszu podstawowego, ktory miat zapewni¢ stabilnos¢
finansowg kasy szkolnej 1 zagwarantowac ciggltos¢ wyptat dla nauczycieli. W swoim przemoéwieniu
pastor Czekler podkreslil, Ze utworzenie takiego funduszu jest nie tylko $rodkiem finansowym, ale
takze etycznym i duchowym zobowigzaniem niemieckich protestantéw, majacym na celu wspie-
ranie edukacji i zachowanie protestanckiej tozsamosci w Galicji.®

W 1902 roku na corocznym zgromadzeniu Galicyjskiego Towarzystwa Gustawa Adolfa w Sta-
nistawowie ogloszono plan utworzenia «Towarzystwa Misji Wewnetrznej w Galicji i Bukowinie».
Inicjatywa ta wzorowata si¢ na Gérnoaustriackim Stowarzyszeniu Misji Wewngtrznej, ktorego celem
byta moralna, religijna i spoteczna poprawa warunkow zycia diaspory poprzez chrzescijanskie mito-
sierdzie. Statut Towarzystwa, a mianowicie § 2, podkreslat: «Celem stowarzyszenia jest, w miarg
mozliwo$ci, naprawianie szkéd moralnych, religijnych i cierpien oraz zaspokajanie potrzeb ducho-
wych diaspory poprzez chrzescijanskie mitosierdzie. Zaprasza wszystkich, ktorzy maja serce dla
naszego Kosciota protestanckiego i odczuwaja chrzescijanskie wspolczucie, aby pomogli w zaspo-
kojeniu jego potrzeb, uczestniczac w jego dziele mitosci».’

Program dzialalnosci przewidywat kompleksowy zakres inicjatyw spoleczno-edukacyjnych,
wsrod ktorych znalazty sig:

rozpowszechnianie Pisma Swietego i ksigzek edukacyjnych;

zakladanie bibliotek protestanckich;

edukacja sierot i dzieci znajdujacych si¢ w niebezpieczenstwie;

opieka nad osobami niewidomymi, ghuchymi i upos$ledzonymi umystowo;

umieszczanie dzieci diaspory w instytucjach protestanckich;

zakladanie domow dla uczniow i studentows;

organizacja placoéwek konfirmacyjnych i szkot doskonalenia zawodowego;

przygotowanie mtodziezy do pomocy w kosciele, szkole 1 misji wewnetrznej;

wspieranie zwolnionych skazanych;

tworzenie stowarzyszen mtodziezowych i dziewczecych oraz szkétek niedzielnych.

Gdyby caly plan zostal zrealizowany, Kos$ciot moglby osiagna¢ znaczny wzrost moralny i
duchowy, wzmocni¢ spoteczno$¢ protestancka i skutecznie realizowaé swoja misje spoleczng.

W jednym ze swoich przemoéwien T. Cekler podkreslit, ze samopomoc jest fundamentem
protestanckiego systemu szkolnego w Galicji. Postrzega ja jako element wychowania etycznego
i duchowego, w ktérym spoteczno$¢ uswiadamia sobie swoja odpowiedzialno$¢ za zachowanie
kultury, wiary 1 tozsamosci narodowej. Cekler taczy wsparcie materialne ze strategia pedagogiczna,
ktadac nacisk na aktywny udziat wszystkich cztonkow spotecznosci.

W 1903 roku na walnym zgromadzeniu oddzialu Towarzystwa Gustawa Adolfa we Lwowie
utworzono Komitet wsparcia nauczycieli w Galicji. Inicjatywa powstata w zwiazku z konieczno$cia
zapewnienia stabilno$ci materialnej i godnosci zawodowej galicyjskich nauczycieli protestanckich,
ktorzy pracowali w warunkach ograniczonych dotacji panstwowych 1 ciagtej presji katolickiego
systemu edukacyjnego.®

Celem komitetu byto: scentralizowanie przyjmowania wnioskOw o pomoc, zapewnienie
sprawiedliwego podziatu wsparcia finansowego wsrdd zastuzonych pedagogdéw, utrzymywanie
kontaktéw z kobiecymi stowarzyszeniami charytatywnymi, ktére regularnie przekazywaty
fundusze, oraz ochrona nauczycieli przed upokorzeniem moralnym, ktére wynikato z corocznych
indywidualnych pr6sb o pomoc.

Szkoly protestanckie w Galicji odgrywaty niezwykle wazna rol¢ w zachowaniu niemieckiej
tozsamosci protestanckiej wsrdd diaspory. W warunkach rozproszenia niemieckich rodzin wsrod
katolickiej ludnos$ci slowianskiej panstwowe szkoty bezwyznaniowe czgsto sprzyjaty asymilacji
dzieci w $rodowisku katolickim.

«Jak tatwo ewangeliczne wrazenia, ktdre dzieci otrzymaty w domu, ging w katolickich szkotach!
Jak tatwo szkota wptywa na protestanckie rodziny, aby przeszty na katolicyzm!».’

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Dlatego komitet podkreslat znaczenie zachowania prywatnego protestanckiego charakteru szkot,
ktory gwarantowal zachowanie zaréwno tozsamosci religijnej, jak i narodowej (niemieckiej).
Nauczyciel mial by¢ nie tylko pedagogiem, ale takze duchowym przewodnikiem dla dzieci i
spotecznos$ci, czego nie mozna byto zapewni¢ w szkolach panstwowych z katolickg kadra.

Galicyjscy nauczyciele protestanccy pracowali w warunkach niskiego finansowania i niestabilnosci
spotecznej: wynagrodzenie byto niewystarczajace do utrzymania rodziny;

* nie przewidziano dodatkdéw za staz pracy i emeryturg;

+ wysokie wymagania dotyczace dziatalnosci pedagogicznej i parafialnej pozostawialy niewiele
czasu na wilasne gospodarstwo lub dodatkowe zarobki.

Bez wsparcia organizacji charytatywnych wielu nauczycieli nie byloby w stanie utrzymac¢ swoich
rodzin i wykonywa¢ obowigzkow zawodowych na odpowiednim poziomie. Stowarzyszenia kobiece
w Wiedniu, Pradze, Dreznie, Berlinie, Hamburgu i innych miastach regularnie wysylaly pomoc
finansowa, ktora miata kluczowe znaczenie dla przetrwania nauczycieli.

Opublikowany raport Komitetu Pomocy Szkolnej dla niemieckich gmin protestanckich w Galicji 1
Bukowinie za rok szkolny 1913/1914 odzwierciedla krytyczny stan zycia edukacyjnego i religijnego
w regionie spowodowany wydarzeniami wojennymi.

W dokumencie podkres§lono, ze przez dlugi czas niemieckie szkoty protestanckie w Galicji byty
wspierane przez lokalne spotecznosci, Stowarzyszenie Gustawa Adolfa i Niemiecki Zwiazek Szkolny
za Granicg. Jednoczes$nie rozpoczgcie dziatan wojennych doprowadzito do upadku sieci szkot i zycia
religijnego: znaczna cz¢$¢ kolonii zostala zniszczona, miejscowa ludno$¢ ewakuowana lub zmuszona
do ucieczki, a ko$cioty i szkoty pozostaty bez duchowienstwa i nauczycieli.

Szczegolnie trudna byta sytuacja pedagogdw. Znaczna czes$¢ nauczycieli i pastoréw, ze wzgledu na
zagrozenie zycia, wyjechala do zachodnich ziem koronnych Austrii (Dolna i Gorna Austria, Morawy,
Czechy, Styria, Tyrol). Chociaz cze¢$ci uchodzcow udalo si¢ tymczasowo zapewni¢ miejsca pracy
w szkotach, ogoélnie liczba wolnych stanowisk okazala si¢ niewystarczajaca. Rodziny nauczycieli
powotanych do wojska znalazty si¢ w skrajnie trudnej sytuacji materialnej: spotecznos$ci, ktore
wczesniej je utrzymywaty, zostaty rozproszone, a jedynym Zrodtem pomocy byty ograniczone dotacje
panstwowe.'”

W raporcie zwrdcono szczegdlng uwage na problem edukacji dzieci. Okoto 8 tys. uczniow szkoét
protestanckich w Galicji i Bukowinie pozostato bez mozliwosci nauki. Szkoty panstwowe zachodnich
ziem koronnych nie byly w stanie zintegrowa¢ znacznej liczby dzieci-uchodzcow ze wzgledu na
przepetienie ucznioéw, a takze brak warunkow do edukacji religijnej. Jako alternatywe zaproponowano
utworzenie klas pomocniczych lub oddzielnych szkot dla protestanckich dzieci-uchodzcow. Pierwsza
tego typu placowka zostata otwarta w Hallnaykirchen kolo Linzu dla wychowankoéw sierocinca ze
Stanistawa.

Cze$¢ finansowa sprawozdania potwierdza, ze catkowity dochod Komitetu wyniost 20 794
koron i 52 hellery (w poprzednim roku — 21 195 koron i 60 hellery). Najwigkszymi darczyncami
pozostaly Stowarzyszenie Gustawa Adolfa, niemieckie stowarzyszenia zagraniczne, Unia Luteranska
1 szwajcarskie stowarzyszenia protestanckie. Pomimo wzglednej stabilno$ci dochodow, wydatki
wzrosty w zwigzku ze wzrostem liczby nauczycieli, potrzeba podwyzszenia wynagrodzen i ogélnym
wzrostem kosztow utrzymania.'!

W podsumowaniu autorzy raportu podkreslaja znaczenie zachowania i odbudowy niemieckiej
sieci szkot protestanckich w Galicji i Bukowinie po zakonczeniu dzialan wojennych. Postrzegaja
szkote jako kluczowy czynnik tozsamosci kulturowej i religijnej spotecznosci, a takze jako gwarancje
przysztego rozwoju spotecznego i duchowego.

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Whioski i perspektywy badan. Stowarzyszenia wspierajace protestanckie szkolnictwo, zalozone
przez Teodora Czeklera, odegraty wazng role w zachowaniu i rozwoju sieci edukacyjnej protestanckich
spotecznos$ci Galicji na poczatku XX wieku, zapewniajac ciggtos¢ tradycji duchowo-edukacyjnej w
warunkach wojennych kataklizméw 1 przemian spoteczno-politycznych. Metodologiczna warto$¢
ich dzialalnoéci polegata na tworzeniu modeli procesu edukacyjnego, ktore taczyly wartosci
chrzescijansko-etyczne, troske o dzieci i nauczycieli oraz strategiczne dazenie do integracji z
europejska przestrzenig kulturalno-edukacyjng.

The article examines the influence of religious institutions and organizations on the process of establishing
and developing public policy in Ukraine amid the ongoing democratization of social relations. It argues
that religious institutions, as important structural elements of civil society, serve as a significant factor in
the development and consolidation of public policy. They currently possess real opportunities to directly (to
varying degrees) influence the activities of state structures, political parties, and politicians with the goal
of addressing not only religious issues but also the pressing needs of citizens.

It is emphasized that religious institutions, as actors within the system of public policy functioning in
the country, have a positive impact on communication processes when coordinating and balancing state
interests with community needs — both from the side of state structures and civil associations. They also
contribute to the implementation of new approaches and methods in these processes.

The article demonstrates that as public policy continues to evolve, the tendencies of the «politicization»
of religion and the «religionizationy of politics deepen, reflecting the active involvement of religious factors
in the political activities of state institutions, political parties, and individual politicians.

The article analyzes the process of transformation of religious beliefs in the early Roman Empire under
the influence of foreign deities. On the one hand, the desire of the Roman emperors of the Julio-Claudian,
Flavian, Antonine and Severan dynasties to preserve the religious traditions of the Republican period
is noted, on the other hand, a number of reasons have been identified that objectively forced the state
authorities to change their attitude towards foreign cults, although the policy of the emperors evolved from
resolute opposition to them during the time of Octavian Augustus to non-interference, and later to some
support for his successors.

1t is stated that the emperors perceived religion as one of the decisive factors for the stability of the state,
therefore they had to take into account the spiritual needs of the population of Rome. However, if foreign
cults threatened the stability of the country, repressive measures were applied, as was the case with
Druidism and Christianity.

In general, differentiating between Roman citizens and adherents of foreign religious beliefs, non-
believers were not considered enemies, so they, in fact, integrated into Roman society without hindrance.

CHRISTIAN LEADERSHIP AND MANAGEMENT: PRINCIPLES, CHALLENGES,
AND PROSPECTS IN THE CONTEXT OF FAITH

This article provides a theological and practical analysis of the concepts of Christian leadership
and Christian management within the Pentecostal context. It demonstrates that these categories are
interrelated but not identical: Christian leadership is understood as servant-oriented influence aimed
at shaping spiritual vision and mentoring, whereas Christian management is viewed as responsible
stewardship of resources entrusted by God, grounded in biblical ethics. Based on an analysis of biblical
texts and contemporary literaturel23 the article outlines key differences and points of convergence
between these approaches and proposes an integrated leadership—management model for Pentecostal
communities. Particular attention is given to service (ministry) as the foundational principle of leadership
in management and to long-term responsibility for people and resources.

Keywords: Christian leadership, Christian management, service/ministry, vision, teamwork, authority,
stewardship, Pentecostalism.

Relevance of the problem. Modern society is characterized by a high degree of dynamism,
competition, and pragmatism, which directly affects approaches to organization and management both
in business environments and in religious communities. Under these conditions, there is an increasing

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demand for ethical, value-oriented models of leadership that combine professional effectiveness with
moral responsibility®.

In this context, Christian leadership and Christian management emerge as attempts to respond to
the crisis of trust in power structures and institutions by offering an alternative paradigm of governance
based on service, responsibility, and biblical ethics (cf. Mark 10:42-45; 1 Cor. 4:1-2).

This issue is particularly relevant for Pentecostal communities, which traditionally emphasize
the spiritual authority of leaders, the charismatic dimension of ministry, and the role of spiritual gifts,
yet often lack systematic reflection on management processes, strategic planning, and team interaction®’.

Degree of scholarly development of the problem. Issues of Christian leadership and management
have been addressed in the works of Western scholars, including J. L. Steele, M. Davis, and
M. Brown, as well as in studies devoted to servant leadership and the spiritual formation of leaders®'°.
These works analyze the relationship between biblical values, ethics, and management practices.

At the same time, most scholarly works focus either on general theoretical models or on
the business context, while the specific characteristics of the Pentecostal ecclesial environment — with
its charismatic ecclesiology and emphasis on spiritual experience — remain insufficiently explored.
This necessitates further theological and practical analysis.

Purpose of the article. The purpose of this article is, on the basis of biblical-theological
and theoretical-practical analysis, to clarify the content of the concepts of Christian leadership
and Christian management, to outline their differences and points of convergence, and to propose
an integrated model of their interaction in Pentecostal communities.

Methodological foundations of the study of Christian leadership and management.
The methodological basis of this study is an interdisciplinary approach that integrates biblical
exegesis, practical theology, ethics, and management theory. The following methods are employed:

— Biblical-exegetical method — to examine key New Testament texts (Mark 10:42—45; 1 Cor. 4:1-2;
Eph. 4:11-13);

— comparative-analytical method — to compare Christian and secular models of leadership'’;

— systemic-structural approach — to analyze the interaction of leadership and management in
church organizations'?;

— normative-ethical method — to evaluate management practices from the standpoint of biblical
morality 3!,

The application of these methods makes it possible to view Christian leadership and management
not merely as practical tools, but as theologically grounded forms of ministry.

Presentation of the main material.

Biblical and exegetical foundations of Christian leadership.

The Concept of Service (drokovia) in the New Testament. The Greek term diaxovia (service) in
New Testament texts denotes active, self-giving service to others rather than passive assistance. Jesus

Christ radically reinterprets leadership by linking it with service: “For even the Son of man came not
to be ministered unto, but to minister...” (Mark 10:45; King James Bible).

As J. Green notes, within the Christian paradigm, power ceases to be an instrument of control
and becomes a responsibility for the spiritual well-being of others.'

Practical traits of a Christian leader in the context of service. An important aspect of Christian
leadership is not only theological reflection on its principles but also the formation of concrete
practical traits that define a leader’s daily ministry in the community. In this context, K. Van Vonderen
emphasizes that an effective servant leader combines spiritual maturity with practical responsibility,
demonstrating consistency of character, the ability to collaborate, and a willingness to learn throughout
the course of ministry.'®

The researcher identifies several key traits that are essential for leaders in a church context,
including: inner integrity and consistency between proclaimed values and personal life; the ability to
build trust-based relationships within a team; openness to accountability and constructive criticism;
and the ability to combine spiritual mentoring with organizational discipline."

In the Pentecostal context, these traits take on special significance, as the spiritual authority
of a leader is often perceived through the prism of personal life and ministerial practice. Therefore,
as Van Vonderen observes, a servant leader is called not only to proclaim biblical principles but
also to embody them in concrete management decisions, communication styles, and attitudes toward
people'®. Such an approach contributes to the formation of a healthy church culture in which leadership
is perceived as service rather than domination.

The leader as shepherd and mentor. In New Testament imagery, the leader appears as a shepherd
(mowunv) who leads, protects, and cares for the community (John 10:11; 1 Pet. 5:2-3). This image
is particularly significant for Pentecostal ecclesiology, where leadership is closely connected with
spiritual responsibility and mentoring."

Unlike secular models, in which leadership is often associated with power, control, and domination,
the New Testament tradition consistently presents leadership as service. A key text is Jesus’ statement:
«...whosoever of you will be the chiefest, shall be servant of ally. (Mark 10:44).

This principle radically redefines the nature of power, replacing it with responsibility and sacrifice
(cf. Matt. 20:25-28). As J. Green notes, servant leadership in the Christian context does not mean
the rejection of influence but a change in its direction — from self-assertion to service to others.?’

In the Pentecostal tradition, this model receives particular emphasis. J. L. Steele stresses that
a leader in the Pentecostal church is called to act not from a position of hierarchical authority but as
a spiritual mentor and co-servant®'. A similar position is held by M. Davis, who views leadership as
an investment in people and their spiritual formation.*

Spiritual vision as a key element of leadership. The formation and communication of spiritual
vision is one of the central functions of Christian leadership. In biblical understanding, vision is
not merely a strategic plan but reflects God’s calling and the direction of a community’s movement
(cf. Prov. 29:18).

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M. Davis notes that a Christian leader not only formulates goals but also helps the community to
understand their theological significance®. In the Pentecostal environment, this means orientation
not only toward quantitative growth but, above all, toward spiritual transformation and the growth
of believers’ maturity.**

Christian management as stewardship. Christian management in this article is understood as
responsible stewardship of resources entrusted by God. The biblical basis of this concept is the image
of the steward (oixkoviuog), who is called to be faithful and wise (Luke 12:42; 1 Cor. 4:1-2). The term
oixovouoginthe New Testament denotes a person entrusted with managing another’s property. The Apostle
Paul writes: «Moreover it is required in stewards, that a man be found faithful». (1 Cor. 4:2).

This underscores that resource management has a moral and theological dimension.”

Human resources as a spiritual value. Unlike secular management, where personnel are often
viewed as instruments for achieving goals, Christian management proceeds from the anthropological
principle of the value of every person as the image of God (Gen. 1:27).

J. L. Steele emphasizes that all resources — human, financial, and material — should be perceived
as God’s gift rather than as the leader’s property.”® M. Brown adds that Christian management is
impossible without high ethical standards and genuine care for people. He stresses that effectiveness
in a Christian context can never justify dehumanization.?”’

Comparison of secular and Christian models of leadership.

Social and Ethical Responsibility. Christian management is not limited to the internal life
of'an organization. It includes an active social stance: charity, support for vulnerable groups, and ethical
economic activity (Matt. 25:35-40).

One of the key characteristics of Christian management is its orientation toward long-term
responsibility — toward people, society, and future generations. This approach correlates with
the biblical understanding of justice and love for one’s neighbor (Mic. 6:8; Matt. 22:39).

As D. Willard notes, Christian governance involves not only achieving results but also shaping
an environment in which the dignity of every person is respected. Spirituality detached from social
responsibility loses its witness-bearing character®®.

Secular leadership theories (charismatic, transformational, transactional) emphasize effectiveness,
influence, and the achievement of strategic goals.”” In contrast, Christian leadership:

— is oriented not only toward results but toward character formation;

— evaluates success not only quantitatively but also spiritually;

— views power as a means of service rather than self-assertion.*

Challenges in implementing Christian management.

Tension between effectiveness and ethics. One of the key challenges of Christian management
is the integration of organizational effectiveness with adherence to biblical ethics in a competitive
environment. In the pursuit of results, there is a risk of subordinating moral principles to pragmatic
goals. As J. Collins rightly observes, even highly effective organizations experience systemic decline
when they ignore the ethical dimension of management and a culture of responsibility*'.

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In the Old Testament, King Saul provides a vivid example of the imbalance between success
and morality: he sought to maintain military effectiveness and popular support but neglected God’s
instructions (1 Sam. 15:22-23). External success and strategic considerations did not compensate
for spiritual disobedience, which ultimately led to the loss of God’s blessing. Similarly, the story
of Ananias and Sapphira (Acts 5:1-11) demonstrates the danger of seeking to preserve reputation
and visible “success” through deceit rather than integrity.

The Risk of spiritual authoritarianism. In the Pentecostal environment, there is a danger
of substituting spiritual authority with administrative power, which distorts the servant character
of leadership.*?

Prospects of an integrated model for Pentecostal communities. A promising approach is
the formation of an integrated model in which:

— the leader shapes a theologically grounded vision;

— the manager ensures its structural and resource implementation;

— both roles operate within a servant paradigm.*® **

Such a model makes it possible to avoid both spiritual chaos and bureaucratic formalism.

Christian leadership and Christian management are not competing models. Leadership answers
the questions «why?» and «where?», while management addresses «how?» and «when?».%>

As M. Brown aptly notes, the combination of servant leadership with effective management creates
conditions for both spiritual growth and organizational stability.*’

Conclusions. As a result of the biblical-theological and theoretical-practical analysis of Christian
leadership and Christian management in the Pentecostal context, the following generalized conclusions
can be drawn.

First, Christian leadership and Christian management are interrelated but not identical categories
that perform different — yet complementary — functions in the life of the church and Christian
organizations. Christian leadership is primarily oriented toward shaping spiritual vision, inspiration,
theological reflection on mission, and spiritual mentoring of the community. Christian management,
by contrast, focuses on the practical implementation of this vision through planning, process
coordination, and responsible use of resources. Identifying these concepts leads to oversimplification
of the church’s managerial reality, while opposing them leads to fragmentation of ministry and the loss
of holistic missional calling.

Second, the biblical and theological foundation of Christian leadership is the principle of service,
which includes humility, sacrifice, and love for one’s neighbor. The New Testament model
of leadership, exemplified in the ministry of Jesus Christ, differs radically from authoritarian or
purely charismatic models typical of secular management systems. The Christian leader is called not
to dominate the community but to lead it by the example of personal spiritual life, moral integrity,
and responsibility. In the Pentecostal context, this is expressed through an emphasis on spiritual gifts,
anointing, and the formation of the community as the Body of Christ, where leadership serves not
only organizational effectiveness but also the spiritual growth of each member.

Third, Christian management is grounded in the biblical principle of stewardship, which views
all resources — human, financial, material, and temporal — as God’s gift entrusted to humanity for
responsible use. In this understanding, the manager is not the owner of resources but a faithful steward
who recognizes accountability before God, the community, and society. This approach goes beyond

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technocratic management and includes ethical, social, and spiritual dimensions. It requires long-term
vision, care for people and future generations, and rejection of pragmatism that ignores the moral
consequences of managerial decisions.

Fourth, Christian leadership and Christian management share a common value foundation shaped
by biblical ethics, a people-centered orientation, and service as a basic posture. Both approaches
emphasize the dignity of the person, the importance of teamwork, honesty, justice, and responsibility.
This shared value platform makes it possible to avoid conflict between spiritual goals and organizational
effectiveness, fostering a culture of trust and mutual accountability in church communities.

Fifth, the integration of Christian leadership and Christian management opens prospects for
the formation of mature, sustainable, and responsible models of ministry in Pentecostal communities.
Such integration helps overcome extremes—on the one hand, spiritual romanticism without
organizational discipline, and on the other, bureaucratic formalism without spiritual depth. In practical
terms, it creates conditions for the development of churches capable of maintaining theological
faithfulness, spiritual dynamism, and a high level of managerial culture simultaneously.

In conclusion, further research in this field should be directed toward empirical analysis of real
models of leadership and management in Pentecostal communities, as well as toward the development
of training programs for ministers that integrate spiritual maturity, theological competence,
and managerial responsibility.

The article presents a theological-exegetical, patristic, and practical analysis of pastoral ministry
in light of the biblical requirements for a church minister. The relevance of the study is determined by
the contemporary crisis of spiritual leadership, manifested in the secularization of pastoral identity,
the reduction of ministry to managerial or motivational functions, and the loss of ecclesiological depth in
the understanding of pastoral calling.

A distinct section is devoted to the patristic understanding of pastoral ministry in the works of Basil
the Great, Cyprian of Carthage, and John Chrysostom, where pastoring is interpreted as a spiritual
ascetic endeavor, a ministry of moral authority, and a form of responsible obedience within the unity
of the Church. The study highlights the relevance of patristic theology for the contemporary Pentecostal
context, especially in discerning between spiritual gifting and spiritual maturity, charisma and character.

The article concludes that a return to a biblical-patristic understanding of pastoral ministry constitutes
a vital prerequisite for ecclesial integrity, spiritual stability, and the renewal of church communities in
the context of modern theological and cultural challenges.

Relevance of the problem. The modern church functions in conditions of deep cultural, social,
and worldview transformations, which call into question traditional forms of spiritual leadership.
Secularization, relativization of truth, a crisis of authorities, and the growth of a pragmatic approach
to church administration significantly influence the understanding of pastoral ministry. In public
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perception, the pastor is increasingly considered either as a religious manager, or as a motivational
speaker or spiritual consultant, which leads to the loss of the biblical and ecclesiological depth
of the pastoral calling. Such an understanding enters into direct contradiction with the biblical
and patristic image of the shepherd as a bearer of spiritual responsibility and moral authority.

The New Testament offers a fundamentally different model of pastoring, in which the minister is
defined notthrough functional efficiency, butthrough spiritual calling, moral integrity, and responsibility
before God and the church community. The personality of the pastor becomes not only a conductor
of teaching, but also a «living message» (2 Cor. 3:2-3). Precisely for this reason, the crises of modern
church life-moral falls of ministers, authoritarianism, charismatic subjectivism-require a return to
the primary sources of pastoral identity.

In conditions of crises of morality, loss of theological thinking, and destruction of church discipline,
the question of the biblical requirements for the pastor acquires special significance.

The goal of the research is to identify the theological foundations of pastoral ministry, to reveal
their exegetical and patristic logic, and to show their relevance for modern, including Pentecostal,
church practice.

The methodology of the research combines exegetical analysis of New Testament texts,
the comparative-historical method, and theological hermeneutics, which makes it possible to consider
pastoral ministry as a spiritual institution rooted in the revelation of Scripture and church tradition.

Presentation of new material. Biblical foundations of pastoral ministry.

Terminology of spiritual leadership in the New Testament.

New Testament teaching on pastoring is formed around a number of key terms: moynv (pastor/
shepherd), énicxomog (bishop/overseer), and npecfotepoc (presbyter/elder). The term mowunv goes
back to the Old Testament image of a shepherd who cares for the flock, protects it, and leads it to
the sources of life, as a caring and responsible guardian of God’s people (Ps. 22; Ezek. 34). This
image receives Christological content in the person of Jesus Christ, called the “Chief Shepherd”
(1 Pet. 5:4). Christ calls Himself the “Good Shepherd” (John 10:11), thereby setting a Christocentric
model of ministry, where the pastor does not rule over the flock but sacrifices himself for it.

The terms émickomog (bishop/overseer) and mpesPiutepog (presbyter/elder) in New Testament
ecclesiology do not designate hierarchically different positions, but emphasize different aspects
of one ministry: oversight, spiritual maturity, and responsibility (Acts 20:17, 28; Titus 1:5-7). As W.
Grudem rightly notes, it is not a career ladder, but the multi-aspect identity of one calling. '

Thus, pastoral identity is not a product of an institutional career, but is determined by divine
calling and ministerial responsibility.

The theological essence of pastoring. It should be emphasized that the gift of pastoring in
the New Testament understanding never exists in isolation from responsibility before the community.
The apostle Paul considers pastoring as a spiritual gift given by Christ to the Church (Eph. 4:11).
The apostolic tradition rejects an individualistic understanding of ministry, where the shepherd acts
as an autonomous spiritual subject. On the contrary, the shepherd is understood as part of the church
organism, whose ministry is directed to the «edification of the Body of Christ (Eph. 4:12).

This gift is directed not to the exaltation of the minister, but to the edification of the Body of Christ
and bringing believers «fo the measure of the full stature of Christ» (Eph. 4:13). The pastor in such
an understanding is not a mediator between God and people, but a witness of the presence of Christ
in the community.

Thus, pastoral ministry acquires an ecclesiological dimension: it is correlated not with the personal
charisma of the minister, but with the spiritual good of the whole community. This excludes
the sacralization of the pastor’s personality and at the same time places on him increased moral
responsibility, since any distortion of ministry inevitably affects the condition of the church body. *

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Consequently, the key criterion of pastoral ministry becomes moral authority. A minister who has
lost spiritual integrity ceases to be a shepherd in the theological sense, even if he continues to perform
administrative or preaching functions.

Calling and moral requirements for the minister.

Calling and moral requirements for the minister we can lay out into two categories:

1) Calling as the basis of pastoral ministry.

The New Testament consistently asserts that the pastor does not «become» a minister by his own
choice, but is called by God (John 15:16). In Acts 20:28 it is emphasized that it is precisely the Holy
Spirit who appoints bishops to shepherd the Church of God. From this follows a fundamental position:
the church does not produce pastors, but recognizes God’s call.

This fundamentally distinguishes pastoring from professions mastered exclusively through
education or administrative appointment. That is, it excludes the reduction of pastoring to professional
activity and emphasizes its spiritual nature.

2) Character as the core of pastoral authority.

The apostolic lists of requirements for ministers (1 Tim. 3:2-7; Titus 1:6-9) are focused not
on skills, but on character; they are addressed in the first place to the inner world of the minister.
The apostle Paul lists qualities formed in the process of long spiritual process of formation: such as
self-control, gentleness, sobriety, moral blamelessness, faithfulness in the family, ability to instruction.
J. MacArthur rightly indicates that these characteristics cannot be imitated—they are the fruit of long
spiritual formation °.

These characteristics do not lend themselves to formal assimilation. They are the result of inner
transformation of the personality and serve as the basis of the community’s trust in the pastor.

Family and ethics as a continuation of pastoral identity.

Family as the space of testing the minister.

The apostle Paul emphasizes that the shepherd must be able to manage his own house, for «if
someone does not know how to manage his own house, how will he care for the Church of God?»
(1 Tim. 3:5). This text indicates a fundamental connection between the family life of the minister
and his ability for church care. Exegetes of the Pastoral Epistles note that for the apostle the family
is not a private sphere, but a primary form of spiritual leadership in which the character and maturity
of the pastor are manifested .*

The pastor’s family becomes a theological argument testifying to the authenticity of his ministry.

Thus, the pastor’s family becomes a theological argument testifying to the authenticity of his
ministry. As G. Fee emphasizes, managing the household in the Pastoral Epistles should be understood
not in an authoritarian, but in a moral-educational key—as the ability to form an environment of love,
order, and responsibility.®

As aresult, the family life of the minister ceases to be exclusively a private sphere and is included in
the ecclesiological dimension of pastoring. The German researcher K. Schmitt indicates that in early
Christian tradition the pastor’s house was considered as a “small church” in which the authenticity
of his spiritual authority is tested.®

Pastoral ethics and the trust of the community.

The ethical dimension of pastoral ministry forms the spiritual stability of the community. The New
Testament consistently affirms a model of leadership based not on domination, but on service (Mark
10:42-45). The pastor is called to lead through personal example, not through institutional pressure.

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As J. Stott emphasizes, spiritual leadership in the Church is possible only where authority grows out
of character, not out of position.’

Violation of ethical principles by a minister inevitably undermines trust and destroys church identity.
Modern studies of church crises show that the majority of splits and spiritual traumas of communities
are connected not with doctrinal errors, but with the moral falls of leaders. ®

Thus, pastoral ethics appears not as a secondary application to ministry, but as its ontological
foundation.

Patristic understanding of pastoring.

Pastoring as a spiritual struggle (Basil the Great).

Basil the Great (4th century) considered pastoral ministry as a form of ascetic struggle. In his
ascetic treatises and letters the pastor appears as a person bearing double responsibility—for his own
soul and for the spiritual state of the flock (Basil the Great, Ascetical Works). Basil emphasizes that
any moral compromise of the minister has destructive consequences for the entire community, since
the pastor is a moral guide for believers.

An important aspect of Basil the Great’s pastoral concept is his understanding of the minister’s
responsibility for the spiritual consequences of his own actions. He emphasizes that the shepherd
cannot justify his moral compromises by references to pastoral efficiency or external results of ministry.
In this sense Basil opposes a pragmatic approach to spiritual leadership, which evaluates the pastor
exclusively by quantitative indicators.

The shepherd, according to Basil, bears double responsibility: for his own soul and for the souls
of the flock. Precisely for this reason pastoring is considered as a spiritual struggle requiring constant
self-testing, prayer, and ascetic sobriety. Such an approach forms an understanding of the pastor as
a moral guide, not as a functional minister of church processes. °

For Basil the shepherd is in the first place an example of life, whose behavior must correspond to
the proclaimed word. The effectiveness of ministry is evaluated not by quantitative indicators, but by
the depth of spiritual impact. As the modern patrologist A. Raddé-Gallwitz notes, for Basil pastoring
is «service by personal example, not management through structurey. °

The pastor as a spiritual physician (Basil the Great).

A special place in Basil’s theology is occupied by the image of the pastor as a spiritual physician.
In the “Longer Rules” he asserts that the minister is like a physician who must first heal his own soul
before caring for others."!

Basil emphasizes the necessity of combining strictness and mercy, distinguishing the spiritual
states of the flock, and a sober assessment of one’s own limitations. He warns that pastoral authority
not based on ascetic discipline and inner sobriety turns into a source of temptation. Thus, the pastor
appears as a bearer of spiritual experience, not simply a teacher or administrator.'?

Pastoring and the unity of the Church (Cyprian of Carthage).

Cyprian of Carthage (3rd century) develops the ecclesiological dimension of pastoring in
the treatise De unitate Ecclesiae. He asserts that the minister is a guardian of church unity and apostolic
succession. For Cyprian the pastor is not an autonomous charismatic leader, but a minister rooted in
the body of the Church."

Pastoral ministry, according to Cyprian, is impossible outside church unity. A minister acting
autonomously loses ecclesiological legitimacy. Pastoral authority is understood as ministerial

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obedience to the Church, not as a personal charismatic privilege. As J. Ratzinger notes, Cyprian
lays the foundations for understanding pastoral ministry as «the authority of responsibility, not
the authority of control».'

Cyprian insists that the moral failure of a minister destroys not only his personal witness, but
also the very structure of church communion. From this follows his requirement of strict discipline
and accountability of bishops and presbyters before God and the community.

The teaching of Cyprian of Carthage acquires particular relevance in the context of modern
crises of church leadership connected with individualism and charismatic authoritarianism. Cyprian
consistently emphasizes that a minister acting outside church unity loses the legitimacy of his pastoral
ministry.

His ecclesiology presupposes that the pastor is accountable not only to God, but also to the church
community within which he carries out ministry. Thus, pastoral authority is conceived not as a personal
privilege, but as a form of ministerial obedience to the Church. This principle becomes an important
corrective factor for modern charismatic movements, where there exists a risk of substituting church
authority with personal spiritual charisma. '

Patristic consensus and its significance.

What is common for Basil the Great, Cyprian of Carthage, and John Chrysostom is the understanding
of pastoring as a struggle of service requiring spiritual maturity, self-discipline, and readiness for
sacrifice. The pastor is not thought of apart from moral authority, and the charisma of ministry is
always subordinated to responsibility before God and the Church. '¢

This patristic consensus forms a theological matrix that is actual also for the modern church.

Pentecostal context of pastoral ministry.

In the Pentecostal tradition, pastoral ministry is inseparably connected with the action of the Holy
Spirit. Of particular importance is the question of distinguishing between spiritual gift and spiritual
maturity. In this context, the integration of patristic heritage with the Pentecostal experience
of the action of the Holy Spirit makes it possible to form a balanced model of pastoring, where
the charisma of ministry is united with moral responsibility and ecclesiological accountability. '

The presence of charismatic manifestations cannot be considered a sufficient basis for pastoral
authority. Modern Pentecostal theologians emphasize that precisely the absence of theological
reflection and spiritual discipline often leads to abuse of power and the destruction of communities.

However, modern Pentecostal theologians emphasize that the presence of spiritual manifestations
cannot be considered a sufficient basis for pastoral authority.

F.Macchiaand A. Yong emphasize the necessity ofa clear distinction between charisma and spiritual
maturity, between gift and character '®. The integration of the patristic understanding of pastoring
with Pentecostal pneumatology makes it possible to avoid the extremes of charismatic individualism
and to preserve ecclesiological balance.

Therefore, pastoral ministry in the Pentecostal context requires:

* theological education as a form of spiritual responsibility;

+ accountability of the minister to the community and the presbytery;

* the joining of spiritual gifts with the patristic understanding of discipline and humility.

Conclusion. Pastoral ministry is not a secondary element of church life, but its structure-forming
foundation. It is a key element of church identity. The biblical requirements for the minister express
the essence of spiritual leadership based on calling, character, and responsibility before God
and the Church. They reveal the pastor as a bearer of spiritual responsibility whose personal integrity
forms the stability of the community.

In conditions of modern turbulence, the pastor faithful to Scripture and church tradition becomes
not only a guardian of doctrine, but also a living witness of the reality of God’s action in history.
A return to the biblical-patristic understanding of pastoring opens the way to spiritual renewal
and stability of church communities.

This article offers a comprehensive examination of the essence, nature, and work of the Holy Spirit in
the life and ministry of a Christian. Employing biblical, historical-theological, and systematic analysis, it
explores the Holy Spirit’s divine attributes, His role within the Trinity, His influence upon human nature,
and His agency in sanctification. The study also outlines the biblical foundations of pneumatology in both
the Old and New Testaments, with particular attention to the Holy Spirit s activity in the life of Jesus Christ
and the apostles and to the practical implications of His ministry for the Church. Drawing on classical
and contemporary theological literature (Barth, 1932—1967; Moltmann, 1992; Grudem, 1994, Congar,
1979-1980; Kdrkkdinen, 2002), the article argues that a deep theological and existential appropriation
of the Holy Spirit’s personhood and ministry is indispensable for believers’ spiritual growth, ecclesial
renewal, and faithful Christian service in the modern world.

Relevance of the problem. The Holy Spirit occupies a central place in Christian theology
and spiritual practice. Within orthodox Trinitarian confession, He is recognized as the third Person
of the Godhead — consubstantial with and equal in honor to the Father and the Son'2. The Church’s

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very existence depends upon the Holy Spirit, and so does the fullness of Christian life: conversion,
regeneration, sanctification, empowerment for ministry, inner consolation, and guidance’.

The relevance of this study is shaped by both theological and pastoral considerations. On the one
hand, pneumatology has undergone intensive development in twentieth- and twenty-first-century
theology, as reflected in the works of Karl Barth, Jiirgen Moltmann, Wayne Grudem, Yves Congar,
and Dumitru Staniloae and others.

On the other hand, contemporary ecclesial life often faces crises of formalism, secularization,
individualism, emotionalism, and communal fragmentation, which demand a sober and theologically
grounded understanding of the Spirit’s essence and work.*

State of research. In evangelical theology, the Holy Spirit’s role in sanctification, spiritual
formation, and mission has been articulated in systematic and biblical-theological frameworks.’
German theology has emphasized the Spirit as the divine agent of life and ecclesial vitality, interpreting
pneumatology as inseparable from revelation and hope.®’

French and Italian theological traditions have contributed significantly to understanding the Spirit’s
role in ecclesial communion and spirituality, particularly in relation to Trinitarian life and the Church’s
internal unity.®? '° Romanian Orthodox scholarship has highlighted the Spirit’s action in the sacramental
and communal life of the Church, especially in worship, mission, and witness."

Biblical and theological definition of the Holy Spirit. A biblical and theological definition begins
with the fundamental confession that the Holy Spirit is God — the third Person of the Holy Trinity.
In Acts 5:3—4, Peter confronts Ananias for lying to the Holy Spirit and immediately equates this act
with lying to God, thereby affirming the Spirit’s full divinity and personal agency."?

The biblical lexicon for «spirit» is rich and multilayered. The Old Testament Hebrew riah
and the New Testament Greek pneuma denote «spirity, «breathy, or «wind», pointing to both
the dynamic presence of God and the Spirit’s life-giving activity in creation and redemption."
The Latin spiritus preserves this semantic field and shapes later theological vocabulary.

Within Christian tradition, the Spirit is designated both as «Holy Spirit» and as «Paraclete».
In the Farewell Discourses, Jesus promises «another Helper» (allos paraklétos), emphasizing
the Spirit’s personal, advocative, and consoling ministry'* (John 14:16). This terminology integrates
holiness, personhood, and pastoral care.

Divine attributes and personhood of the Holy Spirit. Christian dogmatics affirms that the Holy
Spirit possesses the fullness of deity. Scripture describes Him as eternal, omniscient, omnipresent,
and omnipotent, sharing fully in the divine essence.

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The Spirit’s eternity is affirmed in Hebrews 9:14, which speaks of the «eternal Spirit», indicating
His participation in God’s eternal being. His omniscience is expressed in 1 Corinthians 2:10-11,
where the Spirit is said to know the depths of God, a capacity belonging only to God Himself."

The Spirit’s omnipresence is articulated in Psalm 139:7, affirming that no place lies outside His
presence. Moltmann interprets this as the Spirit’s role as the «Spirit of life», permeating creation
and especially the Church as God’s dwelling space.'®

The Spirit’s omnipotence is evident in His role in creation (Gen. 1:2), incarnation (Luke 1:35),
and resurrection (Rom. 8:11). Stott emphasizes that the same resurrection power active in Christ is
at work in believers through the Spirit, enabling new life and sanctification.'’

Scripture also attributes personal properties to the Spirit: intellect (1 Cor. 2:10), will (1 Cor.
12:11), and affections (Eph. 4:30), confirming that the Holy Spirit is a personal subject rather than
an impersonal force.

The Holy Spirit in the Trinity. Trinitarian doctrine confesses one God in three Persons: Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit. The Spirit’s identity is inseparable from both the immanent life of God
and the economic mission of salvation.'® '

In John 14:16-17, Jesus reveals a Trinitarian dynamic: the Father sends the Spirit, the Son
mediates His sending, and the Spirit abides with believers, making Christ’s presence effective in
the Church. Eastern theology emphasizes the Spirit’s eternal procession from the Father (John 15:26),
while Western theology affirms procession from the Father and the Son (Filioque), yet both traditions
confess the Spirit’s full divinity.*

The Spirit in the dispensation of Salvation. The Holy Spirit applies the benefits of Christ’s
redemptive work to believers and the Church. In classical Trinitarian soteriology, the Father purposes
salvation, the Son accomplishes it through the cross and resurrection, and the Spirit actualizes it in
human lives through regeneration, sanctification, and perseverance.”'

The Spirit empowers the Church for witness and mission. Acts 1:8 presents the Spirit’s power
as fundamentally missional, given not for personal exaltation but for faithful testimony to Christ.
The Spirit also creates communion and unity within the Church, enabling believers to participate in
divine love and shared life.? #

The Holy Spirit and Christian anthropology. Christian anthropology views humanity as created
good yet wounded by sin. The Holy Spirit is the primary agent of renewal and transformation.**

Regeneration is described as new birth «of water and the Spirit» (John 3:5-8), resulting in new
creation in Christ (2 Cor. 5:17). The Spirit convicts humanity of sin, righteousness, and judgment,
leading to genuine repentance rather than despair® (John 16:8).

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The Spirit indwells believers, making them temples of the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 6:19), and seals them
as a guarantee of their inheritance (Eph. 1:13—14), providing assurance and identity in Christ. He also
distributes spiritual gifts for the edification of the Church, according to His sovereign will (1 Cor.
12:11) *.

Sanctification and transformation. Sanctification is a lifelong process initiated and sustained by
the Holy Spirit. He produces the fruit of the Spirit — love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness,
faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control — forming Christlike character rather than mere external
morality (Gal. 5:22-23) #7.

The Spirit empowers believers to put to death the deeds of the flesh (Rom. 8:13) and to live according
to the Spirit (Rom. 8:5-9). Through His work, believers are transformed into the image of Christ
«from glory to glory» (2 Cor. 3:18), a process rooted in participation in the new life of the Spirit.?

Practical implications for the Church. A theologically responsible pneumatology shapes
Christian practice. In worship, it guards against both formalism and uncontrolled emotionalism by
orienting worship toward truth and spiritual vitality (John 4:24). In discipleship, it fosters spiritual
maturity expressed in the fruit of the Spirit rather than mere external performance.”’

In ministry and mission, the Spirit empowers faithful witness and sustains the Church’s calling*
(Acts 1:8). In pastoral care, reliance on the Spirit encourages discernment, consolation, and doctrinal
balance, avoiding both manipulation and neglect.*!

Conclusion. The analysis leads to several integrative conclusions. First, the Holy Spirit is fully
divine and truly personal, possessing all divine attributes and acting as a conscious subject. Second,
His Trinitarian identity is inseparable from His salvific mission: He applies to believers the fruits
of Christ’s cross and resurrection. Third, the Spirit is foundational for Christian anthropology,
regenerating, sanctifying, indwelling, and gifting believers for service.

Finally, pneumatology must shape practice. A deep theological and existential appropriation
of the Holy Spirit’s personhood and work is indispensable for spiritual growth, ecclesial renewal,
and faithful Christian ministry in the modern world.

The article investigates the features of forming theological thinking among church members through
methods of teaching theology within the context of Christian education. Under conditions of rapid social,
cultural, and informational change, many evangelical communities experience a “crisis of theological
identity ”, manifested in the loss of doctrinal integrity, the dominance of emotional religiosity, and a reduced
ability to reflect critically on faith. The study shows that theology is not merely a system of doctrines but
a process of shaping a worldview, spiritual character, and ministerial practice. Drawing on the biblical
concepts of instruction (7177) and teaching (didaokalia), as well as the classical divisions of theology,
the author identifies three key elements in the formation of theological thinking: Scripture as the source
of truth, the practical application of doctrine, and mentorship as the transmission of faith. Special attention
is given to the role of dogmatics in preserving doctrinal purity and preventing the spread of pseudo-
teachings. The article concludes that restoring theology to the center of church life is a necessary condition
for spiritual maturity, stability, and the successful mission of contemporary Christian communities.

Keywords: theological thinking, Christian education, methods of theology teaching, doctrinal identity,
dogmatics, formation.

Relevance of the problem. The contemporary evangelical church functions under conditions
of rapid social, cultural, and informational transformations'. Globalization, digital communication,
the secularization of thinking, and the fragmentation of spiritual experience lead to a phenomenon that

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researchers call a «crisis of theological identity».” In many Christians, the ability to reflect critically
on faith decreases, to distinguish true teaching from pseudo-theological constructions; the temptation
increases to replace ecclesial tradition with emotional religiosity or popular internet discourses. As
a result, theology ceases to be the foundation of life and ministry and becomes a background notion
detached from the church’s real practice.

Against this backdrop, the need is growing for the formation of integral theological thinking that
not only informs the Christian but also shapes his or her worldview, spiritual character, and ministerial
practice’. Theology that is deprived of living teaching or limited to purely academic knowledge does
not influence the spiritual development of the congregation; by contrast, theological education carried
out in the context of the church can become a decisive factor in its spiritual maturity and stability.*

The problem is that today in most churches there is no integral, systematic model for teaching
theology, and existing approaches are fragmented, unsystematic, or reactive.” Knowledge is
transmitted randomly — through preaching, isolated individual lessons, viewing video materials, or
through the personal convictions of particular ministers — which does not create a stable worldview
framework. The absence of purposeful formation of theological thinking leads to the loss of doctrinal
continuity, spiritual immaturity, conflict, theological relativism, and believers’ dependence on extra-
ecclesial authorities®.

The relevance of the topic lies in the necessity of returning theology to the center of church life.”
Theology is not a discipline for an academic elite; it forms the worldview that determines what
the church will be like tomorrow®. Therefore, studying the mechanisms for forming theological
thinking and effective methods of teaching theology has direct practical and strategic significance for
the future of the church.’

Degree of scientific development of the problem. The problem of forming theological thinking
and the methods of teaching theology has been developed in the works of a number of researchers,
including representatives of the Pentecostal theological tradition.'® !

In global Pentecostal theology, a significant contribution has been made by Amos Yong, who
analyzes the interrelationship between theology, culture, and pedagogy; Frank D. Macchia, who
studies Christology, soteriology, and ecclesiology in a Pentecostal context; Wonsuk Ma, who focuses
on missiology and biblical hermeneutics; Wolfgang Vondey, who develops the concept of Pentecostal
theology as “liturgical” theology; as well as Gordon D. Fee, known for his research in New Testament
exegesis and his influence on the formation of theological education in Pentecostal churches.'

In the Ukrainian and broader Eastern European context, issues of theological education
and the formation of Pentecostal identity have been explored by such authors as Mykhailo Cherenkov,
who analyzes the transformation of Pentecostal theology in the post-Soviet context; Yaroslav
Lukasyk, who addresses questions of church education and theological culture; Pavlo Khomyn, who
studies the development of the theological tradition of Ukrainian Pentecostalism; as well as other
contemporary theologians working in the field of Christian education and pastoral formation.

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Despite the existing contributions, the issue of creating a systemic model of teaching theology
in Pentecostal churches in Ukraine, as well as the mechanisms for forming integral theological
thinking among members of a local congregation, remains insufficiently studied.” There is
a lack of comprehensive works that would combine theological foundations, pedagogical
methods, and the practice of church ministry.'* This determines the relevance of further theoretical
and methodological development of the topic.

The aim of the article is to analyze the theoretical foundations and practical methods of teaching
theology in the contemporary church with a view to forming theological thinking among members
of the congregation.

Presentation of the main material. Theology is not only a system of church doctrines but
a way of knowing God that shapes worldview, life decisions, spiritual identity, and the mission
of the believing community." In the classical tradition, the term «theology» derives from the Greek
Beoloyla — «word about God», «reflection on the divine», where 0e6g means God and Adyog means
word, reason, principle'®. Already in antiquity, Logos meant not merely speech but the meaningful
structure of reality that defines the human mode of being.

The formation of theological thinking includes at least three interrelated elements'’:

1) Scripture as the source of truth. «A4/l scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable
for doctrine...» (2 Tim. 3:16; King James Bible). The Bible functions as the norm of faith, the criterion
of truth, and the foundation for the formation of doctrine.!®

2) The practice of theology. Right doctrine must lead to right living. Thomas Watson aptly
remarked: «Theology must come down into the feet», that is, it must be embodied in the practice
of obedience, ethics, and service to one’s neighbor."

3) Mentorship. «And the things that thou hast heard of me among many witnesses, the same commit
thou to faithful men...» (2 Tim. 2:2). This is the transmission of the meaningful structure of faith —
a holistic theological vision rooted in the lived experience of the congregation.*

Scripture consistently points to the necessity both of knowing about God and of knowing God
personally:?'. «And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ,
whom thou hast sent». (John 17:3). The God who created the world in all its beauty is the One who
can be known.” He reveals Himself, inviting human beings into personal relationship. Therefore,
we are called not only to know about Him but to know Him Himself, personally (Jer. 9:23-24).
Knowledge about God presupposes possessing biblical information, whereas knowing God means
applying the biblical truth received in practice* (2 Pet. 3:18; Phil. 3:7-9; Col. 3:10).

In contemporary academic and church practice, theology is divided into a number of sections:
biblical theology, doctrinal theology (dogmatics), historical theology, and practical theology (moral,

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comparative, liturgical, etc.).”* Such a structure makes it possible to embrace holistically both
the content of faith and its historical development and practical application.

Christian theology is an attempt to understand God in accordance with how He reveals Himself
in Scripture.” No theology can fully explain God and His ways because God is infinitely higher
than human beings?® (Rom. 11:33-36). At the same time, God desires that we know Him as much as
possible within the limits of our finitude; theology is the art and science of organizing and making
accessible what He has revealed about Himself”. True, biblical theology does not divide but unites
the community around the Word of God (2 Tim. 3:16-17).

Thus, theology is nothing other than the study of the Word of God in order to understand His
revelation.

Methods of forming theological thinking in the Pentecostal context. The formation of theological
thinking in a Pentecostal environment is complex in character and is grounded in the integration
of biblical literacy, spiritual experience, ministerial practice, and communal mentorship.” #
A distinctive feature of the Pentecostal tradition is the integration of theological education with
the experience of the work of the Holy Spirit, which determines the specificity of methodological
approaches®®. Conventionally, the methods may be divided into four groups: biblical-educational,
formational-spiritual, practical-missional, and communal-mentoring.*'

Biblical-educational methods are aimed at systematic and deep study of Holy Scripture
and the foundations of Christian doctrine.*> This group includes exegetical and textological study
ofthe Bible. The method presupposes analyzing the biblical text in its literary, historical, and theological
context, taking into account genre features and linguistic structure. Leading Pentecostal theologians
such as G. Fee and W. Ma emphasize that sound theology begins with correct exegesis that combines
an academic approach with spiritual sensitivity.*?

Biblical-educational methods also include: systematic theology and dogmatics, catechetical
programs, formational-spiritual methods, prayer and spiritual practice, liturgical-theological training,
personal spiritual mentorship, and practical-missional methods.** Theological truths attain their
fullness when they are applied in ministry.

The system of methods for forming theological thinking in a Pentecostal church is grounded
in the integration of biblical education, spiritual experience, practical ministry, and mentoring-
communal interaction.’> Such a multi-level model corresponds to the nature of Pentecostal theology,
where the union of the Word and the work of the Holy Spirit forms a holistic Christian worldview
and contributes to strengthening the doctrinal identity of the congregation.*®

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Conclusions. The analysis has shown that the formation of theological thinking among church
members is not a secondary supplement to church life but a structuring factor of it*’. Theology,
understood as the process of knowing God on the basis of His revelation, shapes believers’ worldview,
spiritual identity, and ministerial practice®®. The absence of purposeful theological education within
the church context leads to a «crisis of theological identity», manifested in doctrinal fragmentation,
the dominance of emotional religiosity, and a reduced capacity for critical reflection on faith.*

A special role in this process is played by dogmatics, which systematizes the basic biblical truths,
preserves doctrinal purity, and serves as a barrier against pseudo-teachings and relativism.*’ Dogmatic
theology, rooted in Scripture, ensures doctrinal continuity, supports the unity of faith, and creates
conditions for responsible theological dialogue within the church community.

Therefore, returning theology to the center of church life is a necessary condition for the spiritual
maturity, stability, and missional effectiveness of contemporary Christian congregations. The formation
of theological thinking should be regarded as a strategic task of the church that requires intentional
educational models aligned with biblical, historical, and confessional foundations.*!

Prospects for further research. A promising direction for further research is the development
of concrete models for integrating theological education into the life of local congregations of different
types (urban/rural churches, small/large communities, churches with varying levels of members’
education).” The issue of adapting theological courses to different age and social groups — particularly
youth, new believers, and ministry leaders — requires separate study.

Further theoretical and empirical analysis is also needed regarding the effectiveness of particular
methods of forming theological thinking — especially small groups, catechetical programs,
hermeneutical clubs, and team-based project learning®*. It is advisable to investigate which
combinations of these methods yield the greatest results in forming doctrinally stable and missionally
oriented communities.

This article proposes an integrative model of deliverance ministry from spiritual addiction that unites
theological, psychological, and pastoral dimensions. It analyzes the biblical foundations of spiritual
warfare, the nature of spiritual addiction as the destruction of trust in God, and the role of wounded
identity and distorted beliefs in its formation. The study demonstrates the complementary relationship
between biblical principles and basic psychotherapeutic approaches in the process of pastoral care.
Particular attention is given to the roles of faith, prayer, the renewal of the mind, responsible discipleship,
and the church community as key factors in restoring personal wholeness. The necessity of developing
standardized training for ministers engaged in deliverance practice and integrating this ministry into
the ecclesiological and ethical framework of the contemporary church is substantiated.

Keywords: spiritual addiction, deliverance ministry, practical theology, pastoral counseling,
psychological trauma, spiritual warfare, identity in Christ, discipleship, integrative approach.

Relevance of the problem. Deliverance ministry has become one of the most controversial
areas of contemporary practical theology. Despite its significant popularity within charismatic
and Pentecostal communities, it often encounters two opposing extremes: the neglect of spiritual
warfare by traditional churches and the uncontrolled demonization of psychological or moral problems
by radical practitioners (ministers).

On the one hand, deliverance ministry appeals to evident biblical realities such as spiritual conflict,
demonic influence, human suffering, and the need for spiritual restoration.

On the other hand, it frequently becomes a field of theological polarization, emotional manipulation,
and pastoral abuse.
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The root of this tension lies in the absence of a holistic anthropological, psychological, and biblical
model within many churches capable of adequately explaining the phenomenon of spiritual addiction.
Some confessional traditions deny the possibility of demonic influence on believers altogether, while
others perceive demons behind every human emotion, habit, or psychological struggle. Both positions
generate trauma, distorted expectations, and theological degradation.

Purpose of the Study. The purpose of this study is to develop and theoretically substantiate
an integrative model of deliverance ministry from spiritual addiction that combines biblical-
theological foundations, psychological mechanisms of spiritual vulnerability, and pastoral-practical
approaches to soul care. The research aims to overcome extreme interpretations of spiritual warfare,
ensure theological balance, and minimize pastoral abuses within deliverance ministry.

Object of the study: the phenomenon of spiritual addiction in the lives of believers.

Subject of the study: theological, psychological, and pastoral mechanisms of deliverance ministry
and their interaction in the process of personal restoration.

Research objectives:

—To analyze the biblical and theological foundations of spiritual warfare, including the nature of sin,
the influence of darkness, and the renewal of the mind, as presented in Scripture and contemporary
scholarship (Anderson, Arnold, Murphy, Wagner).

— To identify psychological factors contributing to spiritual addiction, including trauma, distorted
beliefs, emotional dysregulation, and loss of identity.

—To define key pastoral aspects of deliverance ministry, including the roles of prayer, discipleship,
community, and church accountability.

— To analyze common extremes and abuses in deliverance ministry and their theological, ethical,
and practical consequences.

— To formulate an integrative model of deliverance ministry that combines theological,
psychological, and pastoral elements into a balanced and academically grounded approach.

—Tojustify practical recommendations for ministers concerning training, boundaries of competence,
collaboration with psychologists, and the formation of a safe church environment.

Research methods. This study employs a set of complementary methods:

1) Biblical and hermeneutical analysis — for interpreting biblical texts related to spiritual warfare,
renewal of the mind, identity in Christ, and pastoral ministry.

2) Comparative theological analysis — for examining interpretations of deliverance ministry across
different Christian traditions (Pentecostal, charismatic, evangelical, and historic churches).

3) Psychological analysis and interdisciplinary synthesis — for identifying internal mechanisms
of spiritual addiction (trauma, cognitive distortions, shame-based identity) drawing on contemporary
clinical and counseling psychology.

4) Structural-functional method — for modeling an integrative deliverance ministry system
(theological, psychological, and pastoral levels).

5) Critical literature review — for identifying problem areas, extremes, and risks in contemporary
deliverance practices.

6) Case analysis method — for illustrating typical pastoral errors and effective scenarios of spiritual
care.

Scientific novelty of the study

1) An integrative model of deliverance ministry is proposed that simultaneously accounts for:

— theological foundations (ecclesiology, anthropology, Christology, pneumatology);

— psychological mechanisms (trauma, cognitive beliefs, emotional structures);

— pastoral forms of practical care (discipleship, accompaniment, community).

2) Spiritual addiction is scientifically substantiated for the first time as the destruction of trust in
God, manifesting on three interrelated levels: mental, emotional, and spiritual.

3) Critical boundaries for deliverance ministry are formulated to prevent:

— demonization of psychological processes;

— pastoral abuse;

— theological distortions and manipulation.

4) The complementarity of biblical teaching and psychotherapy is demonstrated: psychology does
not replace theology but explains mechanisms of spiritual vulnerability ignored by radical deliverance
models.

5) The role of church community and accountability is defined as an essential component of healthy
deliverance practice, distinguishing the integrative approach from individualistic and spontaneous
charismatic models.

6) Practical recommendations for ministers are formulated, serving as a foundation for training
programs and pastoral standards.

Theological foundations of deliverance ministry. Deliverance ministry in Christian tradition
cannot be regarded as a peripheral or marginal practice. Despite extreme distortions or complete
rejection in certain ecclesial contexts, it remains an integral part of Christian care for the human
person. This ministry flows from the biblical understanding of spiritual warfare, human nature,
and the process of sanctification.

Scripture emphasizes that spiritual warfare is an inherent reality of the believer’s life: «For we wrestle
not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness
of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places». (Eph. 6:12; King James Bible).

However, this struggle is not reducible to demonology. The central theme of the New Testament
is liberation through the knowledge of truth: «4nd ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make
you free» (John 8:32).

Thus, deliverance is primarily a process of returning to the truth of God’s Word.!

Neil T. Anderson emphasizes in «The Bondage Breaker» that spiritual bondage begins when
a person «/istens more to the voice of lies than to the truth of God s Word».*> This refers not to possession
in a narrow sense but to the erosion of inner trust in God.

The research question is not whether deliverance ministry exists, but how it should be legitimized,
theologically grounded, integrated into pastoral care, and protected from abuse. Where is the boundary
between spiritual addiction, psychological trauma, and sinful behavior? Incorrect answers lead to
theological errors, manipulation, pastoral abuse, and even traumatization of believers.

Biblical-theological foundations of the problem. The New Testament clearly affirms the spiritual
dimension of struggle as a normative part of Christian experience:

» «For we wrestle... against the rulers of the darkness of this world...» (Eph. 6:12).

» «(For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down
of strong holds;) 5Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against
the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ;»
(2 Cor. 10:4-5).

Yet these texts do not justify reducing all spiritual struggle to demonology. There is no basis for
claiming that all behavioral problems in believers are caused by demons. Clinton Arnold stresses that
apostolic teaching balances three sources of resistance: the world, the flesh, and the devil.’ Ignoring
any of these results in theological imbalance.

Two extreme paradigms emerge:

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Ed Murphy describes this as «spiritual one-dimensionality» —the inability to integrate anthropology,
psychology, and theology.*

Biblical deliverance ministry must therefore rest on:

1. Ecclesiology (the church as a place of spiritual protection).

2. Anthropology (human beings as unity of spirit, soul, and body).

3. Christology (liberation in Christ, not through techniques).

4. Pneumatology (the role of the Holy Spirit in restoration).

The nature of spiritual addiction: a theological-psychological analysis. Spiritual addiction is
not a mystical attack in a narrow sense. It is a systemic destruction of trust in God, gradually replacing
divine truth with internalized fear, pain, shame, or false identity.

Scripture describes this dynamic as bondage to sin: «»Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say
unto you, Whosoever committeth sin is the servant of sin.» (John 8:34).

In the New Testament, slavery refers not to possession but to the formation of dependent patterns
of thinking and behavior contrary to God’s will.

Anderson identifies three dimensions of spiritual addiction:

1) mental (deceptive beliefs);

2) emotional (traumatic experiences);

3) Spiritual (loss of trust in God’s presence)’.

Deep spiritual addiction is almost always accompanied by internal wounds through which spiritual
forces gain access to human consciousness. Modern research confirms that demons do not create
trauma — they exploit it.

— Francis MacNutt notes that up to 70% of cases perceived as “possession” originate from
unresolved emotional experiences, childhood trauma, or guilt complexes.®

— Charles Kraft argues that demons attach not to emotions but to distorted beliefs that form spiritual
vulnerability.’

Psychology does not deny deliverance; it explains its mechanism. Demons do not appear «out
of nowhere» — they cling to beliefs, fears, trauma, resentment, and false theology.

Thus, psychology is not a competitor to theology — it helps identify the entry point of spiritual
addiction.

The Pastoral-Practical Dimension of Deliverance Ministry. A persistent question among
ministers is whether a Christian can be under demonic influence.

Karl Payne offers a widely accepted evangelical consensus: a Christian cannot be possessed but
can be deceived and oppressed.®

This distinction/separation avoids legal and doctrinal errors:

—removes legal debates about a demon’s «right» over a believer;

— affirms the reality of spiritual warfare after conversion;

— restores deliverance ministry to the realm of discipleship rather than exorcism.

Peter Wagner warns that deliverance ministry without church accountability «easily turns into
spiritual anarchy».’

Unresolved theological issues in deliverance ministry

Problem Research Status
Lack of a unified definition of “spiritual addiction”. Interpreted differently by various authors.
Boundary between psychological and spiritual. Requires interdisciplinary models.
Ministerial extremism. Lack of standardized training.
Absence of ecclesiology Deliverance often detached from church authority

Deliverance ministry as a process of personal restoration. The true essence of deliverance
ministry lies not in external acts of demon expulsion but in deep restoration of personal integrity
and God-given identity in Christ. This process includes several key elements.

Restoration of identity in Christ. «Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature:
old things are passed away; behold, all things are become newy. (2 Cor. 5:17). Liberation involves
returning a person to this truth.

Peter Wagner emphasizes that true freedom is grounded not in techniques but in awareness of one’s
position in Christ, Who is victor over the forces of darkness.!”

Healing of core beliefs. Spiritual addiction is rooted in distorted beliefs about God, self, and reality.
Anderson speaks of «strongholds of the mind» that prevent truth from working in the believer’s
life.!" This is consistent with the biblical call: «For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but
mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds, Casting down imaginations, and every high
thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to
the obedience of Christy. (2 Cor. 10:4-5).

Submission of the mind to the Word of God. Deliverance is impossible without the renewal
of the mind (Rom. 12:2): «And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing
of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of Gody. Long-
term spiritual addiction is often the result of a person's imagination and mind being shaped more by
life's traumas than by biblical truth.

Formation of responsible discipleship. The goal of liberation ministry is not to provide one-time
emotional relief, but to create conditions for sustained spiritual growth. True freedom is the result
of long-term spiritual formation, which is consistent with the biblical principle: «Stand fast therefore in
the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage».
(Gal. 5:1). Freedom is not only received — it is maintained through obedience and spiritual discipline.

Conclusions. Deliverance ministry is a necessary element of pastoral care, but its effectiveness
depends not on demonizing problems, but on the balanced integration of Scripture, and pastoral
accompaniment. Contemporary research shows that spiritual addiction arises not as a mystical attack
but as a result of wounded identity, distrust in God’s truth, and distorted inner reality.

Deliverance ministry is not a peripheral practice, an exotic discipline, or a “charismatic invention.”
It is an integral part of Christian care for the human person. Its essence lies in:

— restoring identity in Christ,

— healing core beliefs,

— submitting the mind to God’s Word,

— forming responsible discipleship.

Deliverance ministry is a profound theological process aimed at restoring inner wholeness,
identity in Christ, and the capacity to live according to God’s truth. Scripture and contemporary
scholars (Anderson, Wagner) agree: true deliverance is the fruit of knowing the truth, renewing
the mind, and sustained discipleship. Spiritual addiction is fundamentally the destruction of trust in
God; therefore, overcoming it requires a systematic, multidimensional approach integrating theology,
pastoral care, and spiritual practice.
